· The format for the FIS is the six digit community number followed by the sufficx “V000.”  There may also be other materials that will appear.  Communities that have not had a FIRM update since 1986 will have separate floodway maps included in the Catalog feature.  The format for a floodway index map will have a six digit community number followed by the suffix FND0.  Individual floodway map panels will have the six digit community number followed by the panel number (ex. 0003).

Section 2.2 Community Description

Included in this section are:  the community’s geographic location, (including neighboring towns), area in square miles, population estimates, climate and topography.

Section 2.3 Principal Flood Problems

Historical information is listed that describe historical flood of record and other major floods for each flooding source within the community.  Also seasonal occurrences if any are documented.    

Section 2.4 Flood Protection Measures
If a community has any flood protection measures such as levees, dikes, warning systems…etc they are listed in this section.
