Stations Capt. Scott Graham is with Maryland Task Force One based in Montgomery County Maryland.  Capt. Graham has

provided us with four cuts updating urban search and rescue

activities at the Pentagon.  In our first cut, Capt. Graham

describes overnight operations at the Pentagon.  

CAPT. GRAHAM:

Throughout last night three task forces were working in the building from about 7PM last night until 6AM this morning. 

And they were the MDWEC which is the Military District of

Washington; Virginia Task Force-2 which is Virginia Beach;

and Virginia Task Force-1 which is Fairfax.  They were working in conjunction with a concrete pulverizer that was

flaring the collapsed structure in the center of the Pentagon area in which we are working.

In our second cut, Capt. Graham explains today’s activities.  

CAPT. GRAHAM:

Today’s activity period, we’re going to be working with 

Maryland Force-1 and Tennessee Task Force-1.  They are going to continue to work in conjunction with the layering

process.  We have a Task Force that are inside the building that are reassessing and restructuring some of the stabilization for the building, some of the shoring.  We are also going to search simultaneously with the delayering process.  

In our third cut, Capt. Graham describes the priorities for the next phase of the operation.  

CAPT. GRAHAM:

The main priority is still going to be in the impact area,

in the center of the Pentagon on the South Parking Lot side.  We are going to continue in the delayering process and is going to take two days or so if not a little bit more. We’ll continue to focus on a search and rescue mode as we do the delayering process.

In our fourth and finial cut, Capt. Graham describes the morale of the teams. 

CAPTAIN GRAHAM – Well, we always have the hope of finding a live victim. Everybody is faring very well. Morale is very high; the activity and energy level is also very high.
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
