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	MR. PELLEY:  Joe Allbaugh is the President's point man in disaster recovery here.  He's the Head of the Federal Emergency Management Agency.





	You were with the President down at the site.





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  I was.





	MR. PELLEY:  What was his reaction to it?





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Well, he has a torn heart just like most of America does right now.  But I will tell you the resilience that he saw in the eyes of the workers, the fire, police, emergency crews, that spirit that we have here in America is just an affirmation of his resolution to not only see this through but the crisis at hand through to the very end.





	MR. PELLEY:  What are the chances?  No one has come out of that building alive since the first day.





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Right.  Right.





	MR. PELLEY:  No one ever came out of the Oklahoma City building alive after the first day.





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Right.





	MR. PELLEY:  We're on day four.  What are the chances?





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  You never know.  I mean, you've got Twin Towers there.  There is a lot of pancaking that has taken place.  There could be significant pockets.  I don't want to raise false expectations, but there could be pockets where people could still be alive.  That's why we're working hard.  We're never going to give up hope.  Time is working against us right now.





	MR. PELLEY:  How do you deal with that?





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Pray, suck it up.  Go in and do the job you have to do.  That's why I admire the bravery and the dedication of the men and women who put their lives on the line right now as we speak down on the pile.





	MR. PELLEY:  How long does that operation go on down there at the end of the island?  Is this weeks?





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Months.





	MR. PELLEY:  Months?





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  Months.  You have to keep in mind, maybe you don't know, there is at least a half a million tons of debris that has to be removed.  We have bodies, hopefully victims that are still alive.  And it's a crime scene.  So it's painstakingly slow.





	MR. PELLEY:  I have the sense, quite understandably so, that you're very deeply affected by this.





	MR. ALLBAUGH:  I was here a week ago with Rescue 1.  And they were one of the ones who was first on the scene.  Chief Ray Downey was on my left.  Captain Terry Hadden was on my right.  I sat around a table, the entire crew, every fellow that worked on that shift.  Here they are a week later, they're all gone.  It affects you so--it affects you.  It's the toughest thing I've ever done.
