Risk Assessments Requirements

• 44 CFR Part 201.6 requires risk assessment that provides: 

–“the factual basis for activities proposed in the strategy to reduce losses from identified hazards”

–“sufficient information to enable the jurisdiction to identify and prioritize appropriate mitigation actions” 

Risk Assessment Requirements

• Description of type, location and extent of all natural hazards that affect the jurisdiction 

–For each hazard include information on previous occurrences and probability of future events 

Risk Assessment Requirements

Description of vulnerability: 
an overall summary of each hazard and impact on the community

Risk Assessment – Suggested Vulnerability Examples

• Existing and future buildings, infrastructure and critical facilities

• Potential dollar losses to vulnerable structures, and description of methodology used

• Land uses and development trends

Risk Assessment Requirements

For multi-jurisdictional plans the risk assessment must address each jurisdiction’s risks where they vary from the risks facing the entire planning area 

Risk Assessment – State / Regional Guidelines

• Both States and communities should assess hazard risks

• Local governments focus on the hazards, vulnerabilities and risks on a local or regional scale

• States focus on the regional and statewide implications of hazards

Risk Assessment – State / Regional Guidelines
• States provide leadership and support to local jurisdictions

• Local jurisdictions provide the State with local-level risk assessment
