PROJECT SUMMARY:


With the Citizen Corps/CERT funding, CDPS will execute interagency agreements to delegate Citizen Corps funding and administration to the Lieutenant Governor’s Office, and to delegate CERT funding and administration to the Colorado Office of Emergency Management.  The Lieutenant Governor’s Office will develop a statewide strategic plan for Citizen Corps, to include establishing a State Citizen Corps Council; providing technical assistance and sub-grants to local governments to establish local Citizen Corps Councils; and developing a method to track and report Citizen Corps activities.  With CERT funding, Colorado OEM will conduct 4 CERT Trainer sessions; conduct outreach and public education; and issue sub-grants to local governments to establish local CERTs. 

Under the EOC Phase 1 Grant, CDPS will execute an interagency agreement with the Governor’s Planning Office to delegate funding and administration of the EOC Phase 1 assessment grant.  The Governor’s Planning Office will award a contract to assess the State’s primary and alternate EOC capabilities and interfaces, using the EOC self-assessment checklist provided as part of the grant guidance.  As part of the assessment process, the contractor also will evaluate the emergency operations interfaces among State and Federal agencies.  Finally, the contractor will prepare a plan for Colorado’s EOC Phase 2 Grant application.  A copy of the EOC Phase 1 assessment will be submitted to FEMA by May 17, 2003.
