PROJECT SUMMARY:


Under the Planning Grant, South Dakota will review its recently updated emergency operations plan (EOP) and add a WMD/terrorism annex.  The State will conduct 4 regional seminars on planning concepts and skills.  Local governments will use sub-grants to update EOPs with WMD/terrorism annexes.  The State will convene a Local Emergency Operations Planning Group, made up of state and local emergency planners, to set planning requirements and review EOPs for all jurisdictions.  With the Citizen Corps/CERT Grant, South Dakota will establish a State Council; produce a State strategy for Citizen Corps; conduct 4 CERT Trainer sessions; and create 6 CERT training caches for use by CERT trainers.  With the EOC Grant, South Dakota will assess its existing State EOC and Mobile EOC within 90 days.  If time and funding allows, the State will assess selected local EOCs.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF HOW GRANTEE WILL PASS MONEY TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS (OR NAMES OF SUBGRANTEES IF IDENTIFIED):

For Planning sub-grants, each county will receive funds ($2000 baseline + population factor).  For Citizen Corps/CERT sub-grants, the State will notify and solicit all counties and tribal organizations, then award competitive sub-grants.

The State of South Dakota is proposing to conduct a minimum of 4 (maximum of 7) CERT Trainer courses (30 participants each) to promote the development of locally sponsored CERT programs.  The State also will purchase equipment and supplies for 6 CERT training caches to support locally sponsored CERT programs and exercises, with the caches to be located in South Dakota’s 4 regions.  The grantee also proposes to pass through 75 percent of the total grant award in the form of competitive sub-grants to interested local governments and tribal governments, for use in developing and maintaining local CERT programs.
