With the Planning Grant, Wyoming will conduct planning seminars and provide technical assistance to counties as they update local emergency operations plans, SOPs, COOP plans, and critical infrastructure assessments.  Under the Citizen Corps/CERT grant, Wyoming will support its State Council; provide technical assistance to local Councils; conduct 5 CERT field courses; and hold 2 CERT Trainer sessions.  With the EOC Grant, Wyoming will assess its existing EOC; a potential new EOC site; the alternate EOC; a Forward Operations Center; and the Natrona County EOC.

The State of Wyoming is proposing to promote CERT capabilities in 11 counties and 1 city using the proceeds of the FY03 CERT Grant.  The grantee proposes to conduct 4 CERT field courses (30 participants each) in Rock Springs, Torrington, Rawlins, and Douglas; 3 CERT Trainer sessions (20 participants each) in Casper, Cheyenne, and Lander; and a CERT workshop for program managers in Cheyenne (24 participants).
