CHER-CAP HAPPENINGS

The Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation  CHER-CAP  will be held on March 16, 2002.  If any of you would like to come and see this drill, let me know.    We had a final meeting on February 19th.  The scenario will be a railroad incident, since they have a major line that runs through the Reservation.

The Kotzebue, Alaska  phase I meeting was held January 16th in Kotzebue.   We are now in the process of reviewing plans, setting up training and refining the final exercise.  The next meting for Phase II will be the week of March 4 – 7-02.

There are no others in the works at this time.  If you are interested in CHER-CAP, give me a call.  I will be happy to talk to you or come to your location and give you a presentation on CHER-CAP.

POTPOURRI

1)  CORRECTION.  In the last issue I gave some incorrect dates for the application process for Fire Grants.  The correct application period is March 1 to March 31, NOT April 1.  Also, applications will not be internet based only, they may also be paper based.  The Internet application process is encouraged, however.  You can check out the most recent information on the grants at the USFA web site. 

2) Please share this information with your local hospitals.  At, www.aha.org/emergency/Resources/HospitalReady.asp,  There are some good reference sources.  Several great things I noticed were a checklist on readiness for chemical and bioterrorism response, a template for the same, and material on MCI.  Lots more on the site. 

3) The revised version of Tier2 Submit and the user manual was posted to the EPA website on January 24.  It replaces an earlier version that was available for only a short while.  If you have an earlier version, before you download this one, be sure to call the RMP Reporting Center at 703 816 4434 for instruction.  This is important so that you do not loose data already entered.  See the site at, www.epa.gov/ceppo/tier2.htm.  

4) The Department of Transportation has announced that it is developing a rule, which will prohibit states from renewing or issuing commercial drivers licenses which have endorsement for hazardous materials unless the Department of Justice has first conducted a background check on the driver.  This is being done as a part of section 102 of the recently enacted Patriot Act.  

5) The EPA has recently updated its “What’s New” website.  Check out, www.epa.gov/oeca/ore/whatnew.html. 

6) Yakima County (WA) is hosting a workshop on April 3rd in conjunction with Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad.  The purpose of the workshop is to acquaint responders with to coordination required to successfully mitigate a rail incident involving hazardous material. Remember all the warnings I gave you last month about present versions you need and saving your present material.  

14) MMRS is adding 25 new cities.  This will mean that 80% of the population will be covered by an MMRS plan.  The new money from the government to help with terrorism preparedness is supposed to be flowing, primarily through the CDC, HRSA and the MMRS.  Stay tuned for more.  

15) Reminder.  The new 800 national number for poison control is now in effect.  1-800-222-1222.  24/7.

The Facts and Only the Facts: Dispelling Misconception About Food Irradiation.

“It started out as a column on food irradiation says Robert Wolke, professor emeritus of chemistry at the University of Pittsburgh.

‘I wanted to present readers with the facts and the science, and let them make up their own minds,’ he says.  But the article in the Jan. 10 issue of the Washington Post’s food section, generated such a barrage of letters and e-mails that Wolk decided to devote a second column to addressing some of the comments.

He says that much of the correspondence was generated by an ‘action alert’ from Ralph Nader’s Public Citizen group.  ‘I had to point out how ridiculous their points are,’ says Wolke.  ‘My aim was to say to the vast middle ground of the public: Form your own opinions, but not based on these distortions [from Public Citizen].  

In response to the claim that ‘food irradiation uses the equivalent of 1 billion chest X-rays, which is enough radiation to kill a person 6,000 times over,’ Wolke wrote: ‘How is this relevant?  Food irradiation is used on foods, not on people.’ 

Public Citizen also claimed that ‘with each bite of irradiated food we receive indirect exposure to ionizing radiation.’  Wolke responded that there is no radiation in the food, either direct or indirect, ‘whatever that means. With each piece of steel we touch, do we receive “indirect exposure” to the 3,000 degree temperature [of molten steel]?’ 

Wolke’s aim in writing the first column, he says, was to ‘diffuse people’s fear of the word “radiation” ‘.  He says he is an advocate only of science, not of any specific technology.  ‘I promote nothing but understanding.’

Irradiation is a decades-old process used to kill bacteria, parasites and insects in food.  It also retards non-microbial spoilage of certain foods, increasing their shelf life.  The irradiation process exposes foods to gamma rays emitted by cobalt-60 and machine generated beams of electrons and X-rays.  Irradiated food is not radioactive.

More than 40 nations have approved food irradiation.  The World Health Organization, the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization and the International Atomic Energy Agency endorse the process.  The irradiation process does not deplete the vitamin content or alter the molecular structure of foods any more than canning or freezing.  The same process has been used to sterilize medical devices, bandages, condoms, tampons, contact lens solution and food for astronauts.

With more than 9,000 deaths each year in the U. S. from food-related illnesses, irradiation is a proven technique that can be relied on to save lives.”
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
