2) EPA has a website called. “Terms of Environment”.  This website defines in non-technical terms common environmental terms, and also has an acronym directory.  Try it at, www.epa.gov/OCEPAterms.  Hard copies can also be ordered and the instructions for this are on the web site.

3) The General Accounting Office has released an 18-page report titled, Environmental Protection: The Federal Government Could Help Communities Better Plan for Transportation That Protects Air Quality.  It is at. www.gao.gov/cgi-bin/getrpt?GAO-02-988T. 

4) Just in case someone has not heard, if you are using handheld anthrax detectors, you should cease using them, they have been found to be not reliable.  This warning applies to all commercially available hand-held assays.  The FBI and CDC have investigated the use of these mediums and determined that they do not function properly.  Many false positives, some false negatives and low sensitivity.  I have a 5-page Q&A session on this if you would like to see it.  It is from the Office of Science & Technology.  In addition, I also have a Brief on the handling of possibly infected mail.

5) Firehouse Magazine, July issue has an interesting article, “Biological Terrorist Agents:  Part 2 – Viral Agents.  Available if you need a copy.

6) The Emergency Management Institute (EMI) catalog from FEMA is now available on the web at, http://166.112.97.21/EMI/EMICatalog1/menu/index.html. 

7) Occupational Health & Safety Magazine, July issue, has three articles of note;  1)  Keeping Hazards in Focus: The Greatest Threat to Us is Not the Terrorist Threat From Without, it is Our Lack of Attention to Perils From Within.  2)  Preparing for Bioterrorism:  A Comprehensive National Defense Plan Follows Several Federal Initiatives and Will Trigger Local Planning and Drills.  3)  It’s Easier Than You Think.  Bloodborne Pathogens.  Many employers don’t realize that workers who are trained and expected to provide first aid as part of their jobs must be trained in this area.   All are available if needed. 

8) At, www.gao.gov/cgi-bin/getrpt?GAO-02-799,  is a report of 26 pages titled, “Chemical Safety: Emergency Response Community Views on the Adequacy of Federally Required Chemical Information”.  There are significant issues regarding EPCRA, particularly RMPs, discussed in the report.

9) If you are not already aware of the following organization, it might be something you want to check out.  At, www.pswn.gov,  is the main page for the Public Safety Wireless Network.  This organization’s mission is, “To plan for and foster interoperability among wireless networks.  I was just made aware of this and noted that there are a very few people in the HazMat arena who are on the mailing list.  Might well be worth a look to see what is going on and what is offered.

10) The July/August issue of Every Second counts has a lot of interesting articles.  Among the ones you might be interested in and that I can provide copies of are;  A)  Into the Future: Expanding the Role of EMS.  B)  Summertime Blues.  Summer fests make EMTs sweat.  C)  Saving Lives on a Shoestring.  About small departments getting ready for terrorism.  D)  Emergency Responders Need Federal Money:  Will it Come?  

11) This applies not only to the Hazardous Materials arena, but also to the terrorism arena.  Have you done a hazards analysis and risk analysis for your jurisdiction?  If not, it is something that is very important for planning purposes.  If you need help getting started in this area, I have some written material that can help you get the ball rolling.  There are a number of publications out there, which can help.

13) A couple months ago in this newsletter I mentioned an item about unsafe and improperly inspected pressure cylinders, specifically tube trailers.  There is a contact person for further information on this.  Raymond LaMagdelaine of RSPA at 202 366 4700.  Further review has learned that these trailer may remain in service until thoroughly inspected.

14) The dates for the Washington State HazMat Conference in Wenatchee, WA have changed.  The new dates are June 17 – 19, 2003.  This is Tuesday to Thursday.

15) Thanks to the Washington Fire Marshal’s Office for the following.  Toyota has released safety information on the hybrid Prius.  Potentially valuable information for Fire, Rescue, and HazMat. 17) It’s not just for HazMat any more.  Tyvek and Kappler suits are now being offered for use by Police SWAT teams.  An interesting article on this in the August issue of Police Magazine.  I have copies.  

18) Planning section note.  Bruce Baugham, FEMA’s national preparedness director told a meeting at the Center for Strategic and International Studies in Washington, D.C. that planning efforts for disasters should include all potential disasters, not just terrorist threats.  “We need to build an all-hazards capability.  We have not put the time, effort and money into that system.”  He called for an integrated national system that can respond to, “any event, whether it’s Hurricane Andrew or an 8.4 in California.”  As has been mentioned before, your LEPCs should add terrorist planning to their duties and consider making the plans all-hazard.  

19) Are you interested in doing a job hazard analysis for any particular position in your jurisdiction?  If so, you might want to check out the Job Hazard Analysis published by OSHA.  It is a 43-page document and can be found at, www.osha.gov/Publications/osha3071.pdf. 

20) At http://65.82.32.28/index.html, there is a site produced by BioLab.  On this site you can download a report on hypochlorites used in pools and spas.  There is also a video you can register to see.  The report and video show the differences between several different types of chemicals used for pools and spas.  

21) Although I do not have a website address for this, the August 14 issue of the Federal Register published a final rule on, “Hazardous Materials: Revision to Standards for Infectious Substances”.  The final rule, Docket HM-226, will take effect October 1.  The new rule clarifies classifications, revises packaging requirements, revises some exceptions, includes new hazard communication requirements, and several other items.

22) At www.hospitalconnect.com/aha/key_issues/disaster_readiness/resources/content/ModelHospitalMou.doc, there is a model Hospital Mutual Aid MOU.  It comes from the American Hospital Association and the District of Columbia.

23) I have a four-page fact sheet from the Association of Washington Cities titled, “Pipeline Safety Fact Sheet:  Protecting Our Communities”.  Lots of web sites, tools for government, contacts and other information on pipeline safety.  This is the same group that is sponsoring the 6 workshops noted in the training section of the UPDATE.  If you would like a copy, I have some.  

24) For those of you who have CERT (Community Emergency Response Teams) in your jurisdiction, and for those of you who are considering forming them, I have two articles of interest.  The first is a rather clever recruiting post card mailed to citizens.  I have a number of copies and would be glad to send you one.  This particular card is from the City of Monroe, Washington.  The second item is a syllabus from the Monroe school district.  The Monroe School District has put together a CERT course for middle schools that will be offered four times next year.  The course will include the entire CERT course plus additional first aid, CPR and other items.  When finished, they will be a part of the school CERT team.  Last year this was piloted and once word got out about the course interest increased by over four fold.  I would be happy to send this to you also.

25) Ran across a CD the other day that I had not seen before.  From EPA there is available a disc called, “CEPPO on CD: A One-Stop Reference for Chemical Emergency Preparedness and Prevention”.  This CD contains documents by title and by subject area.  Included are such things as, Chemical Safety Alerts, Chemical Safety Networks, Counter Terrorism, FAQs, Industry and SERC/LEPC Guidance, Laws, Regulations, RMP Industry Guidance, and Spanish.  The CD is updated annually.  Contact your local EPA office for more information, or give me a call and I will find out where to get it.  

26) Speaking of CERT, I just came across some other great material from the same class as mentioned above.  The City of Monroe put together a nifty CD with much of the administrative material you would need to put together a class.  It also includes Power Point presentations on; fire suppression, CERT Introduction, first aid, search and rescue and Terrorism.  I will lend it out and also have copies of the following documents; A) San Francisco Neighborhood Emergency Response Team Tabletop Drill and selecting a staging area, B) Brining it all together a Command Post Exercise.  C) CERT Program Management and Administration.  D)  Bay Area Neighborhood Emergency Training:  Evolution, Role and Purpose.  E) Anaheim CERT.  F) CERT News, Snohomish County’s newsletter.  G) CERT Kit laminated checklists, for a grab and go bag.

Although not entered into the library yet, I have a book in hard copy and on CD that may be of interest to you.  “Special Operations For Terrorism and HazMat Crimes.”  Chapters include; Health and safety, Operations security for public safety agencies, Playing as a team, the eight step process, site management and control, Identifying the problem, Hazard and risk evaluation, personal protective clothing and equipment, decontamination, hazardous materials used in crimes and terrorism, law enforcement operations.  The book is 348 pages long.  The CD is the same as the book.  Available for loan.

1) Arlington County, Virginia now has an after action report on the September 11 attack on the Pentagon. You may view it at, www.co.arlington.va.us/fire/edu/about/pdf/after_report.pdf.  215 pages.

2) I have mentioned this before, but it bears repeating.  If you have not done so, contact your public works departments and make sure that the people who maintain your water supply are on board with planning for terrorism.  The FBI had a person surrender in Denver late in July who had documents on how to poison water supplies.  

3) Task Force on Protecting Democracy, the final report includes recommendations for improving planning between local, state and federal governments.  From the National Conference of State legislators, can be found at, www.homelandsecurity.org/hls/ncslreport.doc.

9) I have a copy of a flow chart that shows what symptoms you can look for when a patient is exposed to a chemical agent.  It is a decision making chart.

10) From Federal Computer Week is a story that, “Representatives from all the armed services, the Federal Emergency Management Agency and other organizations this week began exploring how compatible their communications systems would be in Homeland defense situations.  The 2002 Joint Users Interoperability Communications Exercise (JUICE), began August 5th and runs through the end of the month, is using a mix of legacy and new technologies to support communications, command and control requirements for a deployed joint task force in simulated homeland defense scenarios”.  Always a good idea to check communication compatibility, I would think. 

11) A poor mans bio-terrorist weapon.  Some Palestinian suicide bombers are now adding rat poison to their bombs.  While it appears that most of the rat poison is consumed in the blast, it does have a psychological effect.  In addition, it was discovered recently that one of the suicide bombers had hepatitis B and bone fragments from his body imbedded in a woman’s body and infected her.  It was unknown if the bomber was aware he had hepatitis B.

13) By the time you receive this, or shortly thereafter, the office of Domestic Preparedness web site should have available for download the training guidelines for first responders in WMD response.  The guidelines have the buy in and approval of, USFA, NFA, FEMA, EMI, FBI, OEP, DOE, NDPO, CDC, and Homeland Security.  The guidelines address; Law Enforcement, Fire, EMS, Hazardous Materials, Emergency management and Public Works, in addition to skilled support and specialist employees.  The guidelines address; Awareness level, performance level and planning and management guidelines.  From what I have gleaned from the so far, it is about time this was done. HazMat from the Sky?

The following was obtained from a reliable source.  Perhaps it will become an urban legend.  Judge fro yourself.

“On Friday, August 17th (2001) at 0945, an incident occurred at the Libby fire cache in which an employee was struck in the head while not wearing a hardhat.  This was not a near miss incident.  Todd Murray was loading equipment into the back of a vehicle #3175 directly in front of the fire cache office while preparing to patrol our recent lightning fires.
