The GHS recommends harmonized criteria to define health, physical and environmental hazards, as well as information to be included on labels and material safety data sheets.  OSHA and other U.S. agencies have actively participated in development of the GHS.  Decisions regarding implementation will be made after all participating agencies have an opportunity to review the completed system.  See, www.unece.org/press/pr2002/02trans07e.htm. HOSPITAL DECONTAMINATION

The following is from an article in the “Gatekeeper” the official publication of the Arizona SERC.

OSHA Interpretation on Hospital PPE

“SUMMARY: OSHA interpretation letter of September 5, 2002 from Richard E. Fairfax (director of OSHA enforcement programs) to Francis J. Roth in which OSHA was asked specifically if hospital decontamination team members required Level B respiratory protection.

The letter establishes several things, chief among them is that OSHA does NOT require any specific level of protection.  It also does NOT regard hospital decon providers as site responders in regard to PPE, nor do they need to be trained in control, confinement, or containment operations (though OSHA has interpreted that the decon team members must be trained to operations level.)  The letter states that exposures that the hospital providers sustain are secondary, resulting from their contact with contaminated casualties and ‘the personal protective equipment they need must be sufficient for the type and level of exposure the hospital anticipates under those conditions.’  Note that the guidance is ‘anticipates’ rather than established by air monitoring, etc. at the time of the event.  The only significant vapor-related injuries to hospital providers have been from organophosphate agents (for which APRs provide excellent protection.)  Acid gasses have caused mucous membrane irritation in multiple cases (but transient effects).  Corrosives are a definite contact risk (based on ATSDR HSEES and SENSOR data and list searches.)  This should give significant regulatory comfort to those healthcare facilities that are recommending Level C protection for their decontamination team.  Note that this letter is not yet on the OSHA website and that it ONLY applies to decontamination, NOT to teams that respond to releases on the hospital campus or within the community.”

DID YOU KNOW?

The updated Respiratory Protection Standard 29 CFR 1910.134 took effect on Oct. 5, 1998.  Among the changes in the standard is the Medical Evaluation Process.  Whereas the previous standard required a physical by a physician, the new standard requires the employee to fill out a medical questionnaire.  The questionnaire is then evaluated by a licensed health care provider to establish the employee’s suitability to wear a respirator.  The medical questionnaire and evaluation must be completed before the respirator is worn for the first time.
