NDMS is made up of three teams, Disaster Medical Assistance Teams (DMATs), Disaster Mortuary Operational Response Teams (DMORTS) and Veterinary Medical Assistance Teams (VMATS).  There are 69 DMATs, 11 DMORTs and 4 VMATs.  

7) EPA is proposing to de-list methyl ethyl ketone (MEK) from the Clean Air Act’s list of 188 hazardous air pollutants.  Public comment is still being accepted.  This does not affect TRI reporting and it will continue to be regulated as a volatile organic compound.

ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS GRANTS

Many recipients-readers of this newsletter are members of local fire departments and have interest in the Assistance to Firefighter Grant Program (AFG).  This year there was $750 million appropriated by congress and the President for the AFG program.  Just under 800 applications were submitted by Region X agencies.  As of the end of June, there has been $1,160,000 awarded to Region X fire departments.

The goal of the USFA is to have all of the funds committed by the end of December, however Congress has given them until June 2004 to complete this task.  For an up-to-date listing of award recipients, you can go to www.usfa.fema.gov and click on the AFG link on the right side of the screen.

This fall the AFG program will be announcing another round of Special Fire Prevention and Safety Grant opportunities.  Approximately $27 million will be available for distribution.
