It will utilize a 

comprehensive capability assurance methodology that includes risk 

assessment, a review and crosswalk of emergency operations planning and 

standard operating procedures, connecting training resources with needs, 

both tabletop and peer-evaluated full-scale exercises, reporting, 

documentation and sustaining continual improvements.

FEMA will still work with the States to coordinate until the funding issue is totally settled.  

SIMULANTS

From Rick Emery of Emery & Associates.

Suggested simulants for M8, M9, CAM and APD2000 detection.

#1.  The Domestic Preparedness program Student Manual included simulants information in module8, “Detection and Identification Practical Exercise”.  Tab 3 listed the common household products such as Goof-Off (xylene) to turn M8 and M9 red, Pretty Nails polish remover (acetone) to turn M8 gold, Mennen Speed Stick for APD2000 and CAM G reading and Ben Gay (30% Methyl salicyliate, 10% Menthol, 4% Camphor) for CAM H reading.  Triethyl phosphate works for the Dreager G stimulant.  We experimented with various products to get the desired results.  For example, non-scented Mennen Speed Stick would not work.  And, some nail polish removers would not work as well as others.  Anyone who attended this training should have received the CD ROM with all the course materials, including this information.

#2  The APD mustard stimulant is methyl salicylate (oil of wintergreen).  So it should detect that whether it comes from the confidence tester, Skoal or a pack of wintergreen Altoids.

#3  We have found that smoke simulators (ROSCO machine) will activate the APD2000 for nerve and blister alternately and that when the ROSCO oil mixed with about 10 – 20 cc oil of peppermint hits quickly for nerve at high level on the APD2000 and will (eventually) trigger the SAW Minicad.  This works well because it gives a wide area “contamination” as opposed to a small point source.

#4  “Spray9” industrial cleaner.  It has esters in it that are really good at setting off IMS products.  Also, I don’t think that anybody has mentioned commercially available organophosphate insecticides.  I know one group of government folk who used “Sevin”.

#5  We used “Super Gleem” window cleaner as a “G” agent stimulant for both the APD2000 and the SAW Minicad.  It is available on the Net or at 718 963 0447.  It is safe enough to apply directly to the skin.  If mixed with vegetable oil, it is persistent, a real decon challenge.
