The wording, “Simple Asphyxiant”,  appears in the MSDS for the material that originally started the discussion (Liquid Nitrogen).  Just a note to let you know that you may, on occasion, come across something that may be entirely out in left field.  

2) I find it somewhat difficult to get emotional about some things.  However, I found a site concerning Chernobyl recently that did just that.  The pictures were incredible.  The lady who took them should publish them, they are very powerful.  Visit “Ghost Town – my rides through Chernobyl area (Spring 2004)”.  Worth the trip.  www.angelfire.com/extreme4/kiddofspeed. I just tried the link and it does not seem to work, but if I type it in, it did work.  Not sure what is going on.  

3) Beware of Kitty Litter!!!.  U.S. Customs officials say that some relatively harmless objects are triggering radiation detectors.  Brazil Nuts contain potassium 40, kitty litter has thorium and potassium 40 (before being used), propane contains radium 226.  Must be very sensitive detectors.

In response to this need, EPA developed the Compendium of Environmental Testing Laboratories, a web-based tool designed to collect, disseminate, and maintain information on laboratories that analyze chemical, biological and radiochemical analytes most likely to be associated with a contamination incident.  The Compendium was developed as a tool to quickly identify laboratories with the capabilities to support incident-specific response and recovery – a critical function not currently available elsewhere.  In non-emergency situations, the Compendium serves as a valuable resource for Agency offices seeking analytical services.  EPA anticipates the Compendium will contain information on approximately 900 laboratories by the end of 2004.  As additional laboratories participate in this effort, the Compendium will serve as an invaluable tool to water utilities, emergency responders, and Federal, State and local agencies in responding to contamination threats, terrorist attacks, or natural disasters. FEMA will still work with the States to coordinate until the funding issue is totally settled.  

LETTER

The following letter was addressed on April 1,to all governors from the Under Secretary for Border and Transportation Security.

Dear Governor:  In February, Secretary Ridge spoke to the National Governors’ Association about the USA PATRIOT Act and associated regulations dealing with State issuance of hazardous materials (HAZMAT) endorsements to commercial truck drivers.  Specifically, the Department of Homeland Security must complete security threat assessments on HAZMAT drivers and provide results to the States prior to their issuance or renewal of HAZMAT endorsements. 

We have carefully considered the concerns you raised and are very sensitive to the difficulties States face in resourcing and overcoming the many implementation challenges associated with the Hazmat Driver Program.  As a result, the Transportation Security Administration (TSA) has crafted guidance and processes to support the Program and is issuing a Final Rule covering the requirements today, April 1, 2004.  The Final Rule will be available for your review at www.tsa.gov. 

Under the Final Rule, collection of fingerprints and other data from drivers must begin no later than January 31, 2005.  In the meantime, to afford an immediately enhanced level of security, TSA will conduct name-based terrorist focused checks on all hazmat drivers in the coming months and support that activity with federal funds.  Further information about this Program is provided in the attached fact sheet.  

To ensure that the fingerprint collection process is in place by January 31, TSA must work closely with appropriate officials from your state to address the challenges and concerns specific to your state and the Program.  For this reason, I would ask that you designate a Point of Contact (POC) to assist in TSA’s implementation of the program and provide contact information for that individual to TSA by April 9, 2004.
