The Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality (Department) has received and
reviewed your letter and the associated attachments regarding a proposal by the City of

" Gulfport for a rehabilitation project located at the corner-of 19 Street and 27" Avenue

within the City of Gulfport. Your letter requested that the Department conduct an
environmental review of the proposed activities with respect to compliance with the
Mississippi Nonhazardous Solid Waste Regulations. The information provided does not
contain details regarding the plans for management and disposal of construction, demolition
or land clearing debris and other solid wastes generated as a result of the project. Therefore,
the Department is unable to provide an assessment of how such act1v1tles may impact the
local envwnnrneflt from a solid waste management perspective.

- However, we would recommend that the project administrator ensure that all of the

contractors and sub-contractors for the projects are required to dispose of construction and
demolition debris and other solid wastes at an appropriate permitted solid waste disposal
facility or legitimate recycling facility. Should a contractor or sub-contractor for the project
propose to dispose of or deposit solid wastes at a location other than a permitted solid waste
disposal or recycling facility, then such actions would require the prior approval of the
Department. ' '
