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Allegany County Land Use and Development Trends

Allegany County has used GIS capabilities to produce a color coded map of land use for the entire county. Forty-five (45) percent of the county is covered by deciduous forests and twenty-four (24) percent is in mixed forest cover. Twenty-seven (27) percent of the land is used for agricultural purposes, such as pasture, hay and row crops. Commercial and residential land use occupies only .002% of the county.
