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CHARLIE GIBSON: Joe let me talk to you first, first of all what can FEMA do in the present situation.

JOE ALLBAUGH: Well what we are doing right now Charlie is to make sure that all the resources of the federal government are brought to bear.  I have spoken with Governor Pataki, Governor Gillmore, and Mayor Guiliani, and we are making sure that all the urban search and rescue teams that we need are present in New York City.  I activated 8 teams to come to New York City last night or this morning, 4 to D.C. area.  We have 28 teams nation wide that are part of our national system.  There are folks that are still alive in the rubble and we are going to do our best to make sure they have the resources locally to find those folks.

CHARLIE GIBSON: Joe, the mayor said that this is going to be a search

effort, and a cleaning effort, and a crime scene search that?s going to

last weeks and perhaps months, and that?s an enormous commitment of

resources.  These teams are going to be on site for some time and I can?t imagine, first of all the physical effort, and the psychological effort that?s going to be required over that length of time.

JOE ALLBAUGH:  It is a tremendous effort Charlie.  What we have to be

focused on after about 36, 48 hours for those USSR members as well law

enforcement and fire department officials from New York City is that they get the proper rest and they get the proper counseling after being in close quarters finding individuals left and right.  We have individuals that will be coming into New York relieving those folks, making sure they get the needed rest.  This is a tremendous task not only in Washington at the Pentagon, but in New York City especially.  I will be breifing Congress later on this morning as to what specifically we are doing, what we need to do.  Then I will be coming to New York City that afternoon.
