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MODERATOR:  Station's Don Jacks [ph] is a FEMA spokesman in Washington, D.C.  Mr. Jacks provides us with three cuts regarding a telephone number to collect cell phone and pager numbers of trapped victims of the World Trade Center bombings.


In our first cut, Mr. Jacks provides the phone number and says who should call.  The cut runs 29 seconds.


[Outcue:  "Missing Person"]


MR. JACKS:  This Wireless Emergency Response Team has established this number, 877‑348‑8579.  877‑348‑8579.  The Call Center will be used to record information from members of the public, families of the missing victims, public who have received contact via an electronic device, a cell phone, a two‑way pager or something, or they may be aware of any electronic devices associated with that missing person.


MODERATOR:  In our second cut, Mr. Jacks describes how the process could help find victims.  The cut runs 22 seconds.


[Outcue:  "In the Rubble"]


MR. JACKS:  With the eight Urban Search and Rescue Teams there, with dogs and listening devices, a central location where all of these cell phone numbers and pagers of these 4,700‑plus victims who are missing can be brought together, and then the Urban Search and Rescue Teams can take these numbers and call them and see if they can hear something in the rubble.


MODERATOR:  In our third and final cut, Mr. Jacks describes Urban Search and Rescue activities in New York.  The cut runs 9 seconds.


[Outcue:  "This Rubble"]


MR. JACKS:  Areas where the rubble field is 70‑feet deep and there are still working in a very slow painstaking process, hands and buckets to remove this rubble.
