Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 Intercity Bus Security Grant Program (IBSGP)
Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

1. What is the purpose of the FY 2009 Intercity IBSGP?
The purpose of the FY 2009 IBSGP is to provide funds to operators of intercity buses to help strengthen the nation’s critical infrastructure against risks associated with potential terrorist attacks.
2. How much funding is available under the FY 2009 IBSGP?     

The total amount of funds distributed under the FY 2009 IBSGP will be $11.7 million.  
3. Who is eligible to apply for FY 2009 IBSGP funds?

Eligible applicants under the FY 2009 IBSGP are operators of fixed route intercity and charter buses that serve UASI jurisdictions.  
4. What are the key milestones associated with the FY 2009 IBSGP?

The key milestones associated with IBSGP are:  
· Nov. 5, 2008:  IBSGP Grant Guidance and Application Kit released
· Jan, 13, 2009: Applications due to DHS-FEMA 
5. How will the FY 2009 IBSGP funds be allocated?
The IBSGP will be awarded competitively as determined by the scoring of the national review panel. 
6. What legislation authorized funding for the FY 2009 IBSGP?
The Consolidated Security, Disaster Assistance, and Continuing Appropriations Act of 2009 (Public Law 110-329) provided funding for this program.

8. How will the FY 2009 IBSGP applications be submitted?
