SUBJECT: Procedure Memorandum No. 27 — Procedures for Preparing Compendium

of Flood Map Changes

Background: In accordance with Paragraph 1360(1) of the National Flood Insurance Reform Act of

1994, a Compendium of FHlood Map Changesis published twice each year to inform interested parties of
changes made by FEMA to NFIP maps. Two listings are provided in the Compendium to show

communities affected by map changes nade by letter—i.e., Letters of Map Change (LOMCs)—and
communities affected by physicd map changes. All LOMCsissued by FEMA and dl new or revised NFIP
map pand s published by FEMA during the prior 6-month period areincluded intheselistings. Thetwo6-
month periods extend from January 1 to June 30 and from July 1 to December 31 each year.

I ssue: Sincethe Compendium wasfirg published in 1997, the content of the Compendium, the production
schedule, and the procedures followed by FEMA and Flood Map Production Coordination Contractor
(MCC) g&ff haveevolved. However, the content and production requirements have not been documented
formdly.

Action Taken: The purpose of thisProcedure Memorandum isto formally document the requirementsthat
FEMA and MCC gaff must gpply when preparing each Compendium. Theseare presented below andin
Attachments 1 through 4.

Final Procedure MCC and FEMA saff are to apply the requirements documented below and in
Attachments 1 through 4 each time aCompendium s prepared, beginning with the Compendium for the 6-
month period beginning on January 1, 2002, and ending on June 30, 2002.

General Guidance: In implementing these requirements, dl involved parties are to kegp in mind that
FEMA must produce acompletelisting of LOM Csand effective NFIP panelsfor the gppropriate 6- month
period and have the Compendium published inatimely fashion (i.e., in gpproximately 60 days after theend
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date of the 6-month period that isbeing documented). Therefore, close coordination amongthe MCCsand
between the MCCs and the Hazard Mapping Divison (HMD) Coordinator (Agnes Pearson) is expected
and encouraged.

Likewise, coordinaion between the HMD Coordinator and the Office of Generd Counsd (OGC)
immediately before and during the production processis recommended. Such coordination isrecommended
to ensure that new publication requirementsfor Federal Register noticesare addressed inthe Compendium
and that the Compendium is processed and published inatimey manner by the U.S. Government Printing
Office (GPO).

Production Process Requir ements: The production processto befollowed by FEMA and MCC gaff in
preparing the Compendium is presented in the flowchart in Attachment 1.

Content Requirements: The content requirementsfor the sandard preamblelanguage, LOMC liging, and
Map Revison liging are summarized below.

Sandard Preamble Language. The standard preamble language to be used in each Compendium is
presented in Attachment 2. The preambleisto be accompanied by two listings: onefor the LOMCsissued
by FEMA during the preceding 6-month period, and one for the new and revised Flood Insurance Rate
Maps (FIRMs) published by FEMA during thissame period. The content requirementsfor eachlisting are
summarized below.

Requirements for LOMC Listing. Asshown inthe sample pagefrom arecently published LOMC ligting
(Attachment 3), the following information isto be included in the liding:

FEMA Region;

State;

Community name (e.g., Berlin, Town of);

Map panel (11-character number and suffix shown in title block of affected map pand for FIRM
prepared in Z-Fold format or six-character Community Identification Number and suffix shownin
title block of Index for FIRM prepared in 11 x 17 format);

Determination date (date that LOM C became effective);
Case number; and
Type (i.e., determination type).
The case number is a nine-character number conggting of the following:

Thefirg two charactersidentify the fisca year in which the request is received.
The next two characters identify the FEMA Region in which the community is located.

The next four characters identify the consecutive request number for that Region during the fisca
year.

Theletter suffix identifiesthe process under which the request was processed, and thefollowing are
tobeused: “A” for Lettersof Map Amendment and L ettersof Map Revison Based on Fill; “P” for
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Lettersof Map Revison; “V” for LOMC Revdideation letters;, and “ X" for |ettersissued to correct
determination letters for Letters of Map Amendment, Letters of Map Revison Based on Fill,
L etters of Map Revison, and LOMC Revaidation letters.

For the “Type’ column, the following two- character codes are to be used:

01 Letter of Map Revison Based onHill

02 Letter of Map Amendment

05 Letter of Map Revison With Base FHood Elevation Changes
06 Letter of Map Revison Without Base Flood Elevation Changes
08 Denid

12 Floodway Revison

17 Letter of Map RevisionInadvertent Inclusion in F oodway

18 Letter of Map Revison-Inadvertent InclusoninV Zone

19 Letter of Map Change Revaidation

The entries in the LOMC liging are to be in ascending numerica order by FEMA Region, sarting with
FEMA Region | and ending with FEMA Region X. Within esch FEMA Region, the entriesareto bein
aphabetica order by state, and thenin aphabetical order by community namewithin each sate. Theentries
for eech community are to be further organized in ascending numerical order by determination date, case
number, and panel number when more than one LOMC for acommunity isincluded. In addition, the name
that gppearsin the “Community” column for countiesisto have asngle asterisk to the right of the nameto
indicate “ unincorporated aress.”

Requirements for Map Revision Listing. As shown in the sample page from a recent published Map
Revison liging (Attachment 3), the following information is to be included in the ligting:

FEMA Region;
State;
Community (community name);

Map panel (11-character number and suffix shown in title block of affected map pand for FIRM
prepared in Z-Fold format or Sx-character Community Identification Number and suffix shownin
title block of Index for FIRM prepared in 11 x 17 format); and

Panel date (date that map panel became effective).
The entries in the Mgp Revison liging are to be in ascending numerical order by FEMA Region, starting
with Region | and ending with Region X. Within each FEMA Region, the entriesareto bein aphabetica
order by state, and then in aphabetica order by community name within each state. Pand numbers areto
be listed in ascending numerica order with the Index appearing last.
In addition, asterisks are to be added as follows:
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A single agterisk (*) isto appear to theright of the namethat gppearsin the* Community” column
for counties to indicate “ unincorporated aress.”

Two agterisks (**) are to gppear to the right of the panel number for those panels on which the
Specid Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAS) have not been changed or have been changed only to
incorporate LOM Cs issued before the map effective date.

Three agterisks (***) areto appear to theright of al panel numbersif aFIRM has been created by
letter usng FEMA specia conversion procedures.

Format Requirementsfor Draft Deliverables. For draft deliverables, the Originating MCC for each
territory isto prepare the LOMC and Map Revision listings using information taken directly from their in-
house management information systems or databases and information provided by the other MCCs for
casesinther Regions. TheOriginating MCC isto providethe Coordinating MCC withacompleteligting of
LOMCsand map panels. The Originating MCC isto provide the Coordinating MCC with completeligtings
prepared asa TEXT file with the specid, Microcomp formatting embedded. Microcomp is the software
used by GPO for such documents.

Before submitting the draft deliverablesto the Coordinating MCC, the Originating MCCsareto perform a
thorough Quality Assurance/Qudity Control (QA/QC) review to identify errors or omissions in the data
TheOriginating M CCsareto address dl problemsidentified during the QA/QC review to ensure an error-
and omission-freefileis delivered to the Coordinating MCC.

Format Requirements for Final Deliverables. For thefind deliverableto FEMA, the Coordinating
MCC isto consolidete the threefiles for each listing and combine the listings and standard preamble into
one Federal Register notice.

Before preparing thefinal deliverables, the Coordinating MCC isto perform avisud QA/QCreview of the
files submitted by the Originating MCCs to ensure each entry in the LOMC listing and each entry in the
Map Revisonliging iscompleteand in therequired format. If the Coordinating MCC identifiesany quality
problems with the data submitted by an Originating MCC, the Coordinating MCC is to contact the
Originating MCC to discussthe changesto be made and to establish aschedulefor providing arevised file.
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Once the visud QA/QC has been performed and al problems have been addressed, the Coordinating
MCC istoddiver theFederal Register Noticetothe HMD Coordinator infind form, with the Microcomp
formatting embedded. The Coordinating MCC isto provide the following:

One origind concurrence form;

One origind preamble, reedy for sgnature by the Acting Executive Associate Director for
Mitigation;

Oneorigind and four hard copies of the complete Compendium, including the preamble; and
One diskette containing the Microcomp file for the Compendium.

Requirementsfor Posting Compendium on FEM A Website: After the Coordinating M CC sendsthe
fileand copiesto the HMD Coordinator, the Coordinating MCC a so sendsacopy of thefiletotheMCC
responsble for posging the Compendium on the FEMA Hood Hazard Mapping webste
(www.femagov/mit/tsd). Dewberry & Davis, the MCC responsible for posting the Compendium on the
Flood Hazard Mapping site, runs a procedure to strip out the embedded Microcomp formatting and
reformats the Compendium into PDF format for posting in the Compendium Archive on thewebste. The
Compendium is then included with the next update to the website. The Compendium Archive can be
accessed through the following link:

Routing Processand Documentation: Therouting processto befollowed by FEMA and MCC daff is
presented in the flowchart in Attachment 1. The form to be used to ensure correct routing of the
Compendium is presented as Attachment 4.

Schedule Requirements. Unlessspecifically directed to do otherwise by theHMD Coordinator or HMD
Management, the schedule below isto be met for each Compendium. Day 1 isto occur 2 weeks after the
end of the 6-month period (i.e., July 15 for thefirst haf of the year and January 15 for the second half of the
year).

Day 1 Originating MCC begins compiling information for LOMC and map pand listings

Day 8 Originating MCC obtains information from other MCCs, when appropriate, for LOMCs
in the Originating MCC' s territory that were processed by another MCC

Day 22 Originating MCC provides compiled information to Coordinating MCC

Day 36 Coordinating MCC combines information from other MCCs and ddiversfina
Compendium to HMD Coordinator for review and distribution

Day 38 HMD Coordinator begins concurrence process and distributes hard copies to
appropriate FEMA daff

Day 52 OGC sends hard copy and Microcomp file for Notice to GPO

Day 59 Notice published in Federal Register
