Welcome to Using the Guide to Recovery Programs for Oklahoma.
The Guide was developed for your use by the Federal Emergency Management Agency under the National Disaster Recovery Framework. 
The Framework looks beyond what might be considered traditional recovery assistance. It calls for collaboration among all levels of government, the private sector and other partners, to restore, redevelop,   revitalize, disaster-affected communities.  The Framework ultimately promotes effective community disaster recovery for the long term, thus building a more resilient nation.
As you will learn in this presentation, the resources included in the Guide are not only for communities recovering from a disaster, but also for those who are seeking to build and rebuild stronger, smarter and safer.     
Here, let's take a look.

The Guide to Recovery Programs is a toolkit of resources containing funding sources and other sources to help disaster-affected communities as well as communities that are planning ahead in preparation for potential disasters. 

During this presentation we will take a look inside a Guide in order to help you, the user, understand the vast resources available at your fingertips. 

The Guides are custom developed and designed for specific states. The guide we will be using was developed for the state of Oklahoma following the severe storms, tornadoes, straight-line winds and flooding that struck Oklahoma in the spring of 2013. Additional guides may be developed in other states as disaster situations warrant and the National Disaster Recovery Framework is put into practice. 

Who are the guides’ intended audiences? The guides are created to assist communities in their long-term recovery and rebuilding efforts, but they are not intended to address the individual needs of residents seeking to repair or rebuild their homes.

Officials of state, county, Parish, tribal and municipal governments,  city or community planners, grant writers and managers,  and nonprofit organizations and civic groups, will find the guide extremely useful as they take steps to carry out their visions. 

One of the best reasons to use the guide is to pre-plan for recovery initiatives. The guide could also be beneficial for those wanting to enhance an existing development or recovery plan, or if your community wants to jump-start a community redevelopment project that perhaps never got off the ground because of the challenging task of finding resources.

The Oklahoma Guide identifies nearly 800 potential sources of grants and loans, including forgivable loans, from select federal and state programs, foundations, corporate giving programs, and nonprofit organizations that offer programs to help facilitate community recovery.
Information about potential sources of technical assistance, such as architectural design, engineering consultation and even administrative assistance, also is provided. 

The Guide includes funding sources available under the Stafford Act, the federal legislation signed into law in 1988 that authorized actions Federal agencies can take to assist State, tribal, and local governments that are affected by a major disaster or emergency.   The guides, however, focus primarily on non-Stafford Act funding sources. 

The programs are divided into 4 major categories: disaster-specific recovery programs; disaster-applicable recovery programs; state agency programs; and non-governmental and corporate giving programs.
At the end of the Guide are links to Oklahoma State Government Agencies, Oklahoma Councils of Governments and Community Foundations of Oklahoma.
The Guide also provides information on how to obtain a DUNS number, DUNS stands for Data Universal Numbering System.  
The federal government’s Office of Management and Budget requires that all applicants for federal grants and cooperative agreements – with the exception of individuals, other than sole proprietors – have a DUNS number to better identify related organizations that are receiving funding under grants and cooperative agreements.

The Guides are designed to be searched using keywords for easy access and ease of use. Housing, Smart Growth, Sustainable, Green Space or Open Space, and Disaster Recovery are a few examples, but there are literally hundreds of keywords you can use to search the guide.
We will be using as an example "energy saving." On the top of the Adobe page, find the FIND box. In that box, type in “energy saving” and click enter. The document automatically jumps to the first page containing those words. To jump to the next page containing that phrase continue to click enter in that box. 
One of the best ways to look for funding resources is to search by sector. In fact, many of the projects that communities have in their recovery plans are categorized according to the area of focus. The document is organized into nine sectors. They are Agriculture and Environment, Economic and Workforce Development, Education, Floodplain Management, Historical and Cultural Resources, Housing and Community Development, Human Services and Public Health, Infrastructure and Transportation, and Public Safety. 
We will try "floodplain management." Type it in the find box and hit enter.

If you would like to search for a specific government, non- government or corporate giving program, you may do so by typing its name in the FIND box.
We’ll use as an example the "Arbor Day Foundation.” Type it here and hit enter. It automatically takes you to the Arbor Day Foundation listing in the table of contents. Click on that listing to take you to the program page. 
All of the program profiles are categorized the same way for ease of use and clarity. For instance, each program’s profile gives its geographic focus, its purpose and funding priorities, and the types of assistance provided.
The Arbor Day Foundation's profile lists funding priorities that include replanting of the nation’s forests, and support for programs in cities, and at colleges and universities, that sustain healthy community forests. The assistance provided is technical assistance and in-kind donations of trees.
Each program profile also includes eligibility criteria and information on deadlines and how to apply. This is very important information considering how competitive many foundation and corporate giving programs are, and the time and work it takes to get a grant application ready for submission. 
Finally and perhaps just as important or valuable, is the contact information, a hyperlink to the website, and the primary sectors of giving. As mentioned earlier, all of the information in the guide was current and accurate at the time it was created. However, people change jobs, businesses move, and websites find new domains. Please remember to verify the information before beginning any application procedures.
Most of the profiles also contain a hyperlink to the foundation or company website that oftentimes links you directly to the funding application page. This hyperlink also can be found at the bottom of the profile.
