Within two minutes of the storm hitting, we actually moved from one area to a smaller area between two closets, and that's where 14 people rode that storm.

Will Hill
The tornado was a direct hit on the south end of the complex where the medical clinics, emergency room... and it was just a devastation.  I would say that within the first 24 hours, the suggestion of this mobile disaster hospital, which honestly I have never even heard of...  Set up like this, or even was even possible. 

Lew Stringer
The National Mobile Disaster Hospital is a FEMA asset that we have in deployable functional units that can go anywhere in the United States.  The prime mission is to support a hospital that has had an internal disaster and get them up and operating until they can rebuild and can get back on their feet.

Allan Jarvis
We started the execution of deploying this for the first time ever, and it’s deployed on eighteen – wheeler vehicles.  And in this situation we were able to mobilize the hospital in a 24-hour period.  Took approximately 36 hours to deploy it to Mississippi, begin the set-up process and once we started getting the first units on, most of the system was put up within 72 hours.

For this equipment to start arriving, within about four days of the actual tornado hitting, and then have it up and operational...  I mean, we were seeing patients three weeks to the day after the tornado hit.  To be able to do that it was just a remarkable feat.

We did have a patient come in very critical…actually coded we had to put a tube in and breath for her until the helicopter came, and would not have made it another five minutes to go to a larger place.  So it's very important to have this level of care here.

What I saw was a county come together…. Great people that decided that we were in need of help, and came in and helped.  Nurses from places that I didn't even know existed, came out of the woodwork to come help us.

Bill Brown
It's a team work that went together to make it happen.  Everybody that was a part of this whether the federal government, the local government, or state government, or under EMAC, another state.... It was just the team work, that made it happened so quickly and the people that came in with a sense of urgency that knew that they needed to get this up in a quick thing and they did it.
