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Hi, my name is Jennifer - I am a member of the California Conservation Corps. I'm Kris from the Arizona Consevation Corps. I love service, helping people out and helping out our communities. Being able to look back at the end of the day and see, you know - the evidence of the work you have done. It's definitely different, but it's - it's worth it.
AmeriCorps is our - our national service program that enables folks, 17 and over to give themselves to serve the country. AmeriCorps and FEMA have been part of, virtually every major disaster in the last 20 years. We learn from each of these deployments on how to do things better. 
FEMA and the state of Michigan came together and mission assigned CNCS to deploy our AmeriCorps disaster response team to help with the recovery efforts, particularly around removing debris and flood water damaged items from individuals homes - prioritizing those who are low income, who are elderly, or single family homes.
When the storm came, it was a shock - it was - I had never seen anything like that before. The flooding was - it was quite devastating. And, I just didn't know which way to go, which way to turn. And, FEMA and AmeriCorps gave me the information about when they were coming, and they came right away, within a day or two, made the appointment to assess what needed to be done.
AmeriCorps is absolutely crucial, it's filling a necessary gap in the programs that we actually can deliver. There's a lot of people impacted by this disaster who would be unable to recover from this without the kind services of AmeriCorps.
