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EHP grant conditions or mitigation measures may be imposed on the proposed action. Conditions are recorded in the
corresponding environmental document and program’s administrative record.

* FEMA'’s regulations at 44 CFR Part 10, Subpart B — Agency Implementing Procedures, or superseding FEMA guidance, implements the
Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) regulations for implementing the procedural provisions of the National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA). According to 44 CFR Section 10.8 the first step of the NEPA process is to determine whether to prepare an EA or EIS. An EIS is
required “for all major Agency actions significantly affecting the quality of the human environment.” Reference 40 CFR 1508.27 for a
definition of significance.

** A CATEX is a category of actions that FEMA has determined do not have a significant impact. These types of actions typically do not
require the preparation of an EA or EIS. See 44 CFR Section 10.8 or superseding FEMA guidance.

*** FEMA must address all extraordinary circumstances to ensure their impacts are reduced below significant prior to issuing a NEPA
decision. FEMA documents this and any required grant conditions or mitigation measures in the associated environmental document
(REC or EA). A project that would normally qualify as a CATEX but has extraordinary circumstances associated with other laws may still
qualify as a CATEX if the adverse effects are mitigated through agreed-upon measures with appropriate agency consultation. Similarly,
if a Memorandum of Agreement or Programmatic Agreement is being negotiated to resolve adverse effects under Section 106 of the
National Historic Preservation Act, these documents must be finalized and executed before the associated EA is finalized and the
FONSI issued.

**** Significant new circumstances or information relevant to environmental concemns or substantial changes in the proposed action that
are relevant to environmental concemns may necessitate preparation of a supplemental EQ or EIS following either a draft or final EA,
EIS, FONSI, or ROD.

Note: NEPA is one of many laws, regulations, and Executive Orders considered during the formal EHP Review compliance process. NEPA
does not represent or negate the entire EHP Review Process even if a CATEX is applicable. Compliance with other statutes may be
triggered by the proposed action and are listed in the EHP checklist.
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
