Tornadoes may look different but the path of destruction they leave behind is the same.   

Although some parts of the country may experience peak times for tornado outbreaks, tornadoes can actually happen anywhere and anytime of the year – day or night.  So you need to have a preparedness plan in place before a tornado strikes.  And knowing what to do during a tornado will save lives and property.  

Although you may be able to hear some tornado sirens indoors, sirens are designed as an outdoor warning system.  For indoor warnings, everyone needs to have a weather radio to get the latest alerts.
