Before we move to the other two coverage forms, I want to make a few more points about the RCBAP related to such things as deductibles, fees and other miscellaneous issues. Let’s start by emphasizing the just like with the other SFIP coverage forms, an ICC premium, reserve fund assessment, premium surcharge and the federal policy fee all apply to the RCBAP.

The RCBAP has a very similar deductible structure as well. When it comes to deductibles, they apply separately to each building and personal property covered loss just like they do on the Dwelling and General Property Forms. But the federal policy fee functions differently. It is applied on a sliding scale based on the number of units in the condo building. The federal policy fee on the RCBAP can range from a low of $45 for 1 unit up to $1,800 a year for a building with 21 or more units. ICC premium is included in the RCBAP but it applies just to the building written in the name of the condo association and not to an individual unit. The coverage limit on the RCBAP for ICC is the same as other buildings $30,000.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Finally, the Congressionally mandated premium surcharge is $250 for a policy written on the RCBAP and the reserve fund assessment applies just as it does to buildings written on the other SFIP forms.
