Surveyors play a vital role in the life of our nation. Every part of our infrastructure depends upon the work of professional surveyors. The National Flood Insurance Program depends on surveyors, architects, and engineers to provide specific building elevation and documentation. Since the Elevation Certificate supports floodplain management, aids in properly rating flood insurance premiums, and supports requests for Letters of Map Change, your role in completing and certifying the FEMA Elevation Certificate is critical to the success of the program.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The NFIP has over five million policies and most of those policies require an Elevation Certificate for flood insurance. For flood insurance to be available, communities must participate in floodplain management. 91% of the communities do participate. Due to changes in the program and remapping, the need for elevation certificates is growing. So, let’s begin the Surveyors Guide to the EC with an overview of the elevation certificate.
