[bookmark: _GoBack]Residential buildings include: single-family dwellings, 2 to 4 family dwellings, and other residential buildings. Single-family dwellings could be considered a residential single-family building, or a single-family unit in a condominium building. Single-family dwellings also include townhouses and row houses. Only a single-family dwelling may qualify for replacement cost provisions. The Dwelling Form is used to insure single-family buildings and 2 to 4 family dwellings.

Next we have the 2–4 family dwellings. This is a residential building that contains 2–4 units. This category includes apartment buildings   and residential coops. Buildings considered other residential buildings by the NFIP are
residential buildings that contain more than 4 apartments or units. This category includes hotels, motels, tourist homes, and rooming houses where the normal occupancy of a guest is 6 months or more. Examples of other residential buildings include dormitories and assisted-living facilities. Coverage for Other Residential Buildings is written using the General Property Form.

A non-residential building is a commercial or non-habitational building, or a mixed-use building that does not qualify as a residential building. This category includes, but is not limited to, small businesses, churches, schools, farm buildings, including grain bins and silos, garages, pool houses, clubhouses, recreational buildings, mercantile buildings, industrial buildings, warehouses, nursing buildings, licensed bed-and-breakfasts, and hotels and motels with normal room rentals for less than 6 months and mixed–use buildings with less than 75% residential square footage. Once again the General Property form insures these non-residential buildings.
