Lets take look at a case study. Let’s go to beautiful South Padre Island, in the great State of Texas. Here, on South Padre Island they built a Hilton Garden Inn in 2010. A very nice hotel right on the Gulf of Mexico.

By checking the Hotel’s FIRM, it turns out that they built this hotel in what is now a designated OPA, “Other Protected Area.”  Checking the CBRS Mapper we find a similar result.  The Hotel is in an OPA. The OPA was designated in 1991 – way before the construction date of 2010.  So can you sell Flood Insurance on this hotel?  The community of South Padre Island does participate in the NFIP.
