Now let’s talk about the dwelling form for a moment. It’s mainly written on single family dwellings and 2-4 family dwellings. It can be used for individually-owned condo units and mobile homes and certain travel trailers that qualify as dwellings. Renters use it for contents only policies. The maximum limit available under the Act is $250,000 for building coverage and $100,000 for personal property coverage. In this program we insure only one building per policy. So, if you have five buildings, you have five policies. There’s only one exception to this “one policy per building” rule and it’s found only in the Dwelling Policy form and it only applies to one detached garage if it meets certain qualifications determined at time of inspection.

What the Dwelling Form says is that at the insured’s option at the time of loss,
he can extend up to 10% of his coverage A limit over to the detached garage.
[bookmark: _GoBack]But that is not an additional amount of coverage, it reduces the building limit.
This coverage is afforded under the dwelling form and will not exceed policy limits. This clause in the policy is very specific about what is not a garage for purposes of this extension. If the garage is used or held for use for residential, business or farming purposes, then it ceases to be eligible for this extension and must be insured separately. So just because there is another building on the premises, doesn’t mean it is afforded coverage. Now let’s turn our attention to the General Property form. The General Property form covers non-condominium, residential buildings with 5 or more units as well as all non-residential structures. The maximum limit available under the Act is $500,000 for Other Residential and Non-residential building coverage. Up to $100,000 in contents is available for personal property coverage in a Residential building,
and $500,000 for contents coverage in a Non-residential building. The General Property Form is strictly an Actual Cash Value policy.

As stated earlier, the Residential Condominium Building Association Policy is used to write condominium buildings in the name of a condo association on behalf of all its unit owners. The maximum building coverage for a Residential Condominium Building Association policy is $250,000 times the number of units. The maximum personal property coverage per building is $100,000. Please note that the RCBAP is the only one of the three policy forms with a coinsurance clause. The building must be insured to at least 80% of the Replacement Cost Value or the maximum amount of coverage available at the time of loss to avoid a Co-Insurance penalty. Now, if the condominium building is less than 75% residential, it must be insured under the General Property form
for up to $500,000 in maximum coverage. Oh and by the way, single family structures can be condominium buildings.
