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The qualifications of a Flood Certified Adjuster has its own distinct characteristics concerning coverage and adjusting requirements. The adjusting database is designed to reflect by Flood Certification Number or other means that the approved flood adjuster has attended regular or special workshops that are held throughout the country. An adjuster may also attend a FEMA-recognized approved claims presentation conducted by independent adjusting firms or Write Your Own Companies to maintain their active status. While the completion of this video series does not offer any type of Flood adjuster certification, it does provide a better understanding of the role of the adjuster, and it offers helpful information and resources. Adjusters with four consecutive years of property experience are encouraged to apply for NFIP certification. In order to become Flood Certified you must submit a completed application to the NFIP Bureau & Statistical Agent, and attend a FEMA-approved certification presentation in the current calendar year and have a minimum of 4 years of property adjusting experience. Since the NFIP is required to maintain a database of qualified, certified adjusters, the independent adjusting firms may opt to verify qualifications, experience level and certification status through the NFIP Bureau & Statistical Agent.
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
