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Let’s review the areas of authorization for an NFIP Certified adjuster. The five Areas of authorization are; Residential, Manufactured Mobile home, Small commercial, Large commercial and RCBAP. The three main areas are residential, manufactured mobile home and small commercial. Based on your level of experience you may qualify for one or more of the areas of authorization; however, if you are new to the program you may want to start with the Residential, Manufactured (Mobile) Home and possibly the small commercial provided you have the needed experience and qualifications. In order to be approved for Residential, Manufactured and Mobile Homes and Small commercial an adjuster should: Have  four consecutive years of property experience. You must also be capable of preparing an accurate scope of damage up to $50,000 for manufactured homes, travel trailers and up to $250,000 for residential and up to $500,000 in damages for small commercial. In order to be approved for Large Commercial and RCBAP losses or both, an adjuster should: have at least 5 consecutive years of full-time large loss property adjusting experience and be capable of writing your scope of damage and dollar estimate of $500,000 or more in losses. In order to receive the authorization level for RCBAP, you must be capable of writing a scope damage and dollar estimate of $1,000,000. In addition to meeting both of these qualifications you must also submit three written recommendations from supervisors or other claims management personnel. These recommendations must reflect only adjusting experience. FEMA also encourages you to have Errors and Omission Insurance coverage.
