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FEMA relies on independent and staff adjusters to assist property owners with claims associated these uninvited visitors you see here and other events that meet the general condition of flood. The National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) is a federal program that allows property owners to purchase insurance protection against losses from flooding. For property owners and renters that reside in the Atlantic or Gulf coastal states, one or more of these uninvited guests may drop in between June and November. Although they can’t be prevented, an NFIP Flood Policy does protect insured’s against losses from coastal and inland flooding.
