BEGIN TRANSCRIPT (Sequence 6b)
Hello. I’m John Dubuisson, Chief of Police, City of Pass Christian, and we’re standing in front of the City of Pass Christian Police Department and Emergency Operations Center.
This building is built to withstand a 240 mile an hour strike from a tornado or whatever it might be … winds of that magnitude. It also has its own large power plant in the back. When the electricity kicks off just in a small storm or something, you never notice it. The lights don’t even flicker. It picks right up keeps on going.
We have our own water system, self-contained … and sewage system, in case our city sewer system goes out or whatever. We keep right on going.
The building is built to 361 compliance … to meet FEMA guidelines as a shelter and an emergency operations center. And we built this police department and emergency operations center here to be out of harm’s way in future hurricanes or any sort of natural disaster. And it has served its purpose since it has been built out here in this area. The ground here is approximately 32 feet above sea level, and …. That’s not to say we won’t see water here again, but I doubt it. And everybody that’s been through the building can’t get over how well built it is.
The assistance that we received from FEMA … I would say it was spot on.
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
