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Snownado: Also known as "winter water spouts," these wonders can occur when tornadoes form in below-freezing weather.
London Beer Flood of 1814: A three-story barrel of beer burst open, pouring more than 323,000 gallons of ale into the streets.
Firenado: Also called "fire whirls," this mix of wind and fire can burn fuel up to 3-7 times faster than an open flame.
Boston Molasses Flood of 1919: On January 15, a molasses tank burst, flooding downtown with a 15-foot wave of hot molasses flowing 35 miles per hour.
Martinique Snake Invasion of 1902: Sulfur released from volcanic activity in Mt. Pelée brought hundreds of snakees slithering into the town of St. Pierre.
