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Who are the Federal-State Coordinating Bodies for Disaster Housing?


Strategic    	National Disaster Housing Task Force (NDHTF) - Provides an interagency coordination structure to advance strategic housing planning for sheltering, interim housing and permanent housing and provides technical assistance and tools for state and local emergency managers to enhance preparedness, resiliency and knowledge of available programs and resources. The strategic role of the NDHTF is conducted at the partner agencies’ Federal headquarters level.

Operational	Housing Recovery Support Function (RSF) – Where complex housing recovery issues exist, the Housing RSF coordinates the delivery of federal resources to assist local, state, and tribal governments in the rehabilitation and reconstruction of destroyed and damaged housing, and development of other long term housing options. The RSF is activated only in Federal Declarations and is managed at the JFO.

Civic	State Led Disaster Housing Task Force (SLDHTF) - Coordinates state, local, tribal, nongovernmental and private sector planning and preparedness activities with FEMA’s Regional offices to bolster pre-disaster preparedness and post-disaster response and recovery capabilities. Includes a wide range of public, private and volunteer groups representing the whole community. The functions and roles of a SLDHTF are not dependent on a Federal disaster declaration, but move into the JFO once a Federal declaration is made.

Critical	Emergency Support Function (ESF) #6 – For emergencies and disasters requiring sheltering to temporary housing support, ESF-6 coordinates the delivery of mass care, emergency assistance, sheltering, interim housing and human services. ESF-6 response activities begin at the local and tribal levels and progress to State and Federal levels as needs exceed jurisdictional capabilities and disaster declarations are made. 
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National Disaster Housing Efforts
