REGIONAL ADVISORY COMITTEE COORDINATION WITH UTILITIES 

 

 

Purpose

 

This guidance Memorandum outlines how planning and preparedness activities should be coordinated between Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) and Utilities.

 

Background

 

Although the guidance contained in NUREG 0654/FEMA-REP-1, Rev. 1, applies to one or more specific organizations, the intention throughout is to ensure that all parties recognize and understand each other’s capabilities, responsibilities, and obligations.  Thus, it is vital that all efforts be pursued in recognition of the authorities and procedures established by 44 CFR 350 and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)/Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) Memorandum of Understanding.

 

Guidance

 

Extreme care must be taken when dealing directly with a utility to resolve a problem of any nature.  The authority and responsibility for directing the safety aspects of the licensees are under the preview of the NRC.  It is both advisable and appropriate to work through NRC in order to resolve any problems that might arise with licensees.

 

Radiological emergency preparedness post-exercise draft evaluation/critique reports should not be furnished to the utility involved.  This restriction applies to any communication, whether formal or informal, which involved information under consideration for submittal to the Associate Director for review and determination of exercise adequacy.  It is essential to adopt this practice in order to avoid even the appearance of a conflict of interest.  It also should preclude misunderstandings, which may arise among exercise participants or with the public and media.
