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Communities affected by a disaster often need help to recover from the
loss of crucial facilities and infrastructure. Matching community needs to
prospective resources — both technical assistance and funding opportunities
— is critical to successful recovery.

ESF-14 Long-Term Community Recovery (LTCR), a FEMA program, created
the Resource Guide to support community recovery and facilitate matching
recovery needs with prospective resources. The Resource Guide helps city
officials, recovery stakeholders and community members connect with
potential partners and agencies to strengthen development and planning
efforts related to a community’s long-term recovery.
