The Youth Preparedness Council is comprised of 13 diverse leaders (13 – 17 years of age) 

from across FEMA’s ten regions who are dedicated to public service; making a difference in 

their community; and expanding their impact as a national advocate for youth preparedness.

This year, council members will have the opportunity to participate in a community prepared-

ness roundtable event in Washington D.C., where they will advise and ask questions on youth 

disaster preparedness with the leadership of national organizations working on this critical 

priority.

Faculty Housing units located at the pre-Katrina site 

of Buras High School at 700 Highway 11 South in  

Buras. The celebration centered on the new housing  

being provided for those who dedicate their lives to  

educating – the dedicated faculty and staff of the 

Plaquemines Parish school system. 

The new South Plaquemines Housing Facility  

maintains the same function and capacity as the 

housing units determined eligible for replacement 

after Hurricane Katrina. FEMA has coordinated  

approximately $8 million for this consolidation 

project, which consists of 32 single-level units 

arranged in eight four-plex buildings elevated to the 

new Digital Flood Insurance Rate Map elevation for the area. The new housing will facilitate 

the school system’s recovery needs by providing viable housing for educators in Plaquemines 

Parish.
