Hurricane Rita destroyed approximately 95 percent of the
9,875-square-foot facility, leaving only the concrete floor
slab, the steel frame, the auditorium seating and portions

of the roof system.

FEMA obligated $1.3 million for the replacement of the Educational Conference Cen-
ter, and a total of $97.4 million to date for the Cameron Parish School Board for dam-
ages from hurricanes Rita and lke.

FEMA Helps New Wesley Barrow Stadium Retain Spirit of Original Ballpark

On Friday, November 16, 2012, residents
of New Orleans’ Pontchartrain Park
neighborhood gathered at the local ball-
park to celebrate the grand opening of the
new Wesley Barrow Stadium. The facility
stands in the footprint of the first Wesley
Barrow Stadium, which served for dec-
ades as a popular venue for sports, includ-
ing youth baseball, youth football, Negro
Leagues baseball and the annual New
Orleans Old-Timers Baseball Club reunion
game.

The new Wesley Barrow Stadium will
seat 650 spectators and play host to
MLB'’s Urban Youth Academy.

Residents were joined by FEMA officials,
state and local leaders and representa-
tives from Major League Baseball to offi-
cially open the stadium. FEMA provided
over $2 million toward the replacement facility in an improved project funding option,
covering damage to the original ballpark caused by Hurricane Katrina.
