City of New Orleans Mayor Mitch

Andre Cadogan were all on hand 
Friday, Jan. 11 to celebrate the groundbreaking for the New Orleans East 
Hospital. 

The hospital, funded largely by Community Development Block Grants, received 
$8.4 million in Hazard Mitigation Grant Program funding from FEMA to harden the 
facility against future storms. When completed, New Orleans East Hospital will be 
an 80-bed facility that is projected to serve 90,125 patients annually.
