We deal with some form of flooding every single year. A lot of it shallow flooding on roads and in yards and other times it's extreme and catastrophic. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We're a very old city, so we have a lot of development that came about long before any regulations were in place. 
And so we've got a lot of subdivisions and sites with no detention or retention and so obviously there the storm water just runs off. 
Most of our flooding comes from several inland creeks and streams. 
Behind us is Raes creek and just around the bend there is the convergence of Raes Creek and Crane Creek and during a storm event the creeks not able to make the turn, the bend in the creek. 
And so it hits this bank behind me and shoots up in the air about ten to fifteen feet and flooding several homes almost all of the homes on this street. 
My name is Terry Turner and I'm the assistant zoning and development administrator for the Augusta Richmond County Planning Commission. 
Helping people to understand the risk has become a passion for me. 
Behind me we have a bridge crossing and that would be a contributing factor. 
In the urban area downtown we have a lot of older storm water systems and possibly under sized storm water systems.
It would also capture areas in which we don't have good or adequate with topography because sometimes one foot can make a difference in whether a road floods for example and so if we had more detailed topography, 
we would know that that particular road or area was going to have some shallow flooding for instance.
 It will also look at dams and levees. We're standing here at the tow of the Augusta levee. 
It helps me and my job in that we get better maps, we get a better product to work with.
 It helps the people of Augusta in that we can better identify the moderate and high risk areas and communicate that risk to the public.
