And then I went over to the FEMA station 

and filled out the paperwork, 

and the information you get from the FEMA, 

when you talk to FEMA, they send you 

to the other stations 

where you need to go to.  

So the next station they sent me to 

was DSS to get food stamps, 

to see if I qualified for food stamps.  

So I went from the food stamps, 

to get my shots.  So for my safety 

I needed to have a tetanus shot, 

so I got the tetanus shot.  

And from the tetanus shot

people, and they just wanted to find out 

what questions I had did I understand 

everything that was going on, 

any assistance that I need, 

wanted to know what my loss was.

who I needed to go to and why.
