Recommendations for reducing earthquake hazards in your school.

Classroom piano secured against 
rolling. 

Heavy objects should be removed 
from shelves above the heads of 
seated students. 

Bookshelves, storage shelves, or 
cubbies for kids coats need to be 
secured to the wall. 

Glass on walls should be 
avoided and/or there 
should be a protective 
coat on the mirror to 
prevent shattered glass. 
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Block wheeled objects so they 
can't roll. Projector should be 
securely fastened to a stable 
platform.Computer stations 

should be securely 
fastened to a stable 
platform. 

No flammable 
materials close 

Tall heavy table lamp should 
be fastened to a stable 
foundation.

Aquarium should 
be removed from 
seated areas and 
egress areas. 

Freestanding bookshelves 
and wall shelves should 
be secured to a structured 
support. Books can also 
be secured with a lip or 
tie across the front to 
nr"''""" damage.
