Residents, business and residential renters, and business owners in the City of Baton Rouge 
and the unincorporated portions of East Baton Rouge Parish, Louisiana can now enjoy a 10 to 
20 percent reduction in flood insurance premiums because of the city’s active participation in 
the National Flood Insurance Program’s (NFIP) Community Rating System (CRS). 
 
This means those policyholders who reside in Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHA) will 
receive a 20 percent reduction on flood insurance premiums, and policyholders located 
outside the SFHA will enjoy a 10 percent discount. 
 
The reduction in flood insurance premiums represents an annual savings in premium costs for 
the city’s policy holders and will take effect at the time a new policy is written or an effective 
policy is renewed. 
 
CRS is a voluntary program for National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP)-participating 
communities. The intended goals of the CRS are to reduce flood losses; facilitate accurate 
insurance ratings; and to promote the awareness of flood insurance.  For more information on 
the NFIP’s CRS program, visit www.fema.gov/business/nfip/crs.shtm.
