Project Description: Heavy rains and high winds from Hurricane Katrina (DR-1603) caused significant exterior 
and interior damage to Village De Vest Elementary School of the Recovery School District. This pw reimburses the eligible 
applicant for repair and/or removallreplacement ofdoors/frames, asphalt shingle roofing, plaster, and electrical system. 
Cleaning activities, such as pressure washing are also associated with this project. Hazard mitigation will be achieved 
through codes and standards upgrades to replacement materials. All work will be performed in a previously disturbed area 
with no indication ofnearby waterways or other bodies of water.

The 
clean-up or restoration/repair of sites damaged as a result ofsuch operations are ineligible for federal funding. 
Previously obligated funding is subject to de-obligation if a determination of ineligibility is made.
