This workshop will provide participants with an understanding of how they can use the
HAZUS-MH risk assessment methodology and tools to assist them in their efforts to conduct the
community risk assessments that are necessary to be compliant with the ongoing requirements
of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 which, among other things, sets conditions which must be
met for communities to be eligible to receive certain disaster relief dollars. The workshop focuses
on the process of applying the wealth of information that HAZUS-MH includes and that it can
produce to the risk assessment process. This includes hazard identification, profiling of hazards,
developing asset inventories, estimating losses, and prioritizing mitigation options. Anyone who
is involved in developing or participating in the development of a community risk assessment
would benefit from this workshop.
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
