A Disaster Recovery Center (DRC) operated by the state of New Mexico and
FEMA will open at 10 a.m. Wednesday, Nov. 13, to help New Mexicans affected
by Oct. 19-20 severe storm and flooding.

The DRC will open at Roswell Mall, 4501 N Main St. Roswell, NM 88201 in
Chaves County, located next to Bath & Body Works store. The center will be
open from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m., Monday through Friday, 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.,
Saturdays. Closed Sundays.

Residents and business owners in Chaves County can visit the center to apply
for FEMA assistance, upload documents, learn about available resources and get
their questions answered in person. Recovery specialists from FEMA and the U.S.
Small Business Administration (SBA) as well as, state, local, nonprofit and other
community organizations will be available to meet with visitors.

Currently, FEMA Disaster Survivor Assistance (DSA) teams are on the ground in
Chaves County, going door-to-door providing registration assistance to residents
prior to the opening of the DRC.
