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The Document Processing Centers operated by FEMA will close at 5 p.m. on
Friday, Jan.24.  

While FEMA centers were open, more than 5,146 people were able to get
information and guidance in face-to-face meetings with  FEMA, the U.S. Small
Business Administration and other agencies and organizations.

You could receive a letter from FEMA letting you know that your application has
missing or incomplete information. Be sure to provide any information that is
needed.
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
