Stations we have Jim Buika, last name B U I K A.  Mr. Buika is a FEMA Regional Earthquake Specialist.  Mr. Buika has two tracks for us today regarding the Western States Seismic Policy Council.  

In track one, Mr. Buika announces the Seismic Risk Communication Conference currently underway in Sacramento, CA.  The track runs 36 seconds; the outcue is, “…awareness and action.”

BUIKA:

The Seismic Risk Communication Conference in Sacramento, California is happening on Tuesday and Wednesday, open to the public.  The purpose of the conference is to gather experts from around the country in social sciences, science and psychology to meet with emergency managers and scientists and anyone else who is interested from all the Western states, our island jurisdictions and Canada, all who have an interest in earthquake seismic risk communication in terms of creating greater public awareness and action.

In track two, Mr. Buika explains what is discussed at this conference.  The track runs 22 seconds; the outcue is, “… in future earthquakes.”

BUIKA:

Much of our conversation is based on public/private partnerships, taking actions before disaster strikes, and also all-hazard risk management and seismic risk communications.  We’re dealing with this very, very interesting topic; we’ve done a great job in the past.  We all know we have more to do to get the word out to save lives in future earthquakes.
